The Adventures of Huckleberry Finn

You will pretend you are Huck.  You don't have your homework for "Ol' Miss Jendrzejczyk" that tough school teacher who is forcing you to learn.  Using Huck's voice - his word choices, dialect, and style - write a letter to Miss Jendrzejczyk explaining what happened to your homework.  

This letter should be a page long.  Be inventive; be humorous, but remember that any part of your story must be appropriate to the time period of the novel.  No space ships from Mars, please.

Letters will be judged on authentic voice, creativity, and humor.
